COMMISSIONER REPORTS
Commissioner Howell reported he had joined a tour with Southern Idaho Regional Solid Waste
District personnel of a plant in Utah recycling waste materials and generating electricity.

BUSINESS AND/OR ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS
The Board signed a Claims Approval Report for the Insurance Deductible Trust Fund, with a
grand total of $786.42.

The Board signed Retail Alcoholic Beverage Licenses to Eric Fermin Luna Anaya dba La Costa
Colima, Jerome; and Oak Legacy, LLC, dba Twin Falls/Jerome KOA Holiday, Jerome.

The Board signed four Catering Permits for the South Hills Bar & Grill, Hansen, to be used June
3, 2023, from 3 pm. -12 am. ; June 20, 2023, from 1 pm. -10 pm. ; June 24, 2023, from 4 p . -
12 am. ;and June 17, 2023, from 11 am. -10 p.m. , all at The Risk Barn.

The Board signed three Permits for the Sale of Safe and Sane Fireworks to Lynn Wilding, Twin

Bob Barton Road, Jerome.

Commissioner Howell was in receipt of a grant agreement from the Idaho Department of Parks
and Recreation that approved supplemental funding for the Rickett

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MARK SWENSON 2 RATIO STUDY RESULTS
Assessor Mark Swenson was present. Also present were Lyle Johnstone, Shawna Wasko,
Jeanette Roe, and Sarah Rohrbach.

Mark Swenson gave the Board a letter and ratio study results showing a summary of 2023
property value changes made by his office to meet State requirements. He said The State Tax
Commission ratio study for 2022 showed that Jerome County was out of compliance for
properties to be assessed between 90 and 110 percent of market value in the Improved
Residential category. Swenson said the County overall Improved Residential values had
increased by 26 percent.

Swenson stated his office was working to correct some of its general groupings, called
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increased gas prices. She also told of safety modifications provided for homes needing
assistance.

Roe stated Interlink is serving more people in Jerome County than in the past, with ten new
clients from Jerome since January. She showed a pie chart displaying 16-18 percent of clients in
Jerome County, including some in the Eden/Hazelton area.

Another pie chart showed funding received by the agency. Roe said Interlink would not receive
funding from the Office of Aging for the next two months because of its donation cap.

Roe requested a $4,000 donation from the FY 2023-24 budget, up from $3500 received in the
current year, citing the growth of the agency.

SARAH ROHRBACK 2 SOUTHERN IDAHO TOURISM UPDATE/BUDGET REQUEST
Chief Deputy Clerk Tracee McKim was present. Also present were Sarah Rohrbach and Lyle

Johnstone.

Sarah Rohrbach, as the executive director of Southern Idaho Tourism, presented a letter to the
Commissioners stating that tourism is the fifth largest industry in the local region, which is
leading the State in tourism growth. Rohrbach listed 11 projects as some of the ways Southern
Idaho Tourism has helped Jerome County.

Rohrbach then read the mission of Southern Idaho Tourism, which is to develop and promote
tourism and recreation in Southern Idaho, striking a balance between economic benefit and
stewardship of natural resources. She said one of her goals was to encourage a

MARIO UMANA 2 JUVENILE PROBATION REPORT
Juvenile Probation Administrator Mario Umana was present.

Mario Umana gave the Board written statistics of juvenile cases from April 22, 2023, through
May 21, 2023; they included 119 juveniles on probation, 14 new probationers, and 12 closed
cases as well as $3,177.70 in fees collected.

Umana said he would be attending a juvenile justice administrators
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Marty Luhr reported that all parts had been replaced on the gas pump credit card reader and that
improvements had been completed on the Lincoln courtesy car. Luhr said posts had arrived to
install the new gate that week. He also said the parachute company had been pleased to begin
training at the Jerome Airport.

Luhr said multiple attempts to reach the party maintaining the yards at the Jerome Airport had
elicited no response, so the lawn mower is being repaired and will be used by the new airport
assistant. He said Burks Tractor is also repairing the tractors at the Airport.

Luhr said he has had no internet service at the Jerome Airport for three weeks.
